             IAAPS Membership Criteria and Privileges

The following types of members shall constitutes the IAAPS:-

1. Life Member (LM)

2. Life Associate Member (LAM)

3. Associate Member (AM)

4. Overseas Member (OM)

5. Honorary Member (HM)



ADMISSION :

Admission to Membership will be granted at a business meeting of the General Body of the IAAPS on the recommendations of the Executive Council, by a simple majority of the members present, subject to the eligibility provisions for each category as defined in the subsequent clauses of the Article. 

ELIGIBILITY, CONFERMENT, OBLIGATIONS, RIGHTS & PRIVILEGES:

1. LIFE MEMBER (LM) : 

Eligibility:  

I. Who has obtained recognized post-graduate qualification in Plastic Surgery recognized by the Medical Council of India & is trained in Aesthetic Plastic Surgery and is actively involved in the practice of Aesthetic Plastic Surgery. An Associate member who possesses recognized post-graduate qualification as described above and who has qualified to become a Life Member as per rules for conversion of life membership from associate membership.

II. The application duly proposed and seconded in the prescribed form by ‘Life Members’ of the IAAPS  each of whom should not be from the same unit or employed in the same unit as each other. 

III. Whose name after proper scrutiny is recommended by the Executive Council shall be considered eligible to be admitted as a Life Member.

Conferment:

On the General Body Meeting approving of the admission, the Secretary shall convey the decision of the General Body to the aspirant.  The aspirant should then pay the required subscription and would be admitted in person as a Life member of the IAAPS at a formal ceremony, at one of the subsequent General Body meetings.

Obligations: 

1. Abide to the rules and regulations of the Association. 

2. Observe high standard of medical ethics in practice and behaviors.

3. Uphold the objectives, the good name, the dignity and the traditions of IAAPS.

4. Should attend at least one annual conference of IAAPS and present his work at least once in three years, failing which they shall loose their voting right.


Rights and Privileges 


i.
Participate in all activities of the IAAPS.


ii.
Constitute the Business Meeting / General Body meeting together with the other ‘Members’.

iii. Vote at a business meeting on any issue but particularly in matters pertaining to election of office bearers, accounts and financial matters, admission to membership, termination of membership, amendment to the Rules and Regulations, fixing of subscription etc. 

iv. Stand for election to the Executive Council (Subject to the provision of relevant articles).

v. Membership and privileges resulting from the affiliation of the IAAPS to various national and international bodies.

vi. Receive the journal and other publications on subscription or as decided by the IAAPS.

2. LIFE ASSOCIATE MEMBER (LAM)

Eligibility:  

I. Who has interest in Aesthetic Plastic Surgery but has not obtained recognized post-graduate qualification in Plastic Surgery recognized by the Medical Council of India like general surgeons, ENT Surgeons, Dental surgeons, Dermatologist and from other medical specialties. Members of paramedical beauticians, photographers, nurses and any other person trained in Aesthetic procedures.

II. The application duly proposed and seconded in the prescribed form by ‘Life Members’ of the IAAPS  each of whom should not be from the same unit or employed in the same unit as each other. 

III. Whose name after proper scrutiny is recommended by the Executive Council shall be considered eligible to be admitted as a Life Associate Member.

Conferment:

On the General Body Meeting approving of the admission, the Secretary shall convey the decision of the General Body to the aspirant.  The aspirant should then pay the required subscription and would be admitted in person as a Life Associate Member of the IAAPS at a formal ceremony, at one of the subsequent General Body meetings.

Obligations: 

1. Abide to the rules and regulations of the Association. 

2. Observe high standard of medical ethics in practice and behaviors.

3. Uphold the objectives, the good name, the dignity and the traditions of IAAPS.


Rights and Privileges 

I. Participate in all activities of the IAAPS. 

II. Attend General Body meetings but will not have the right to vote and cannot be co-opted or elected to any executive council post.

III. Avail membership and privileges resulting from the affiliation of the IAAPS to various national and international bodies.

IV. Receive the journal and other publications on subscription or as decided by the IAAPS.

3. ASSOCIATE MEMBERS
Eligibility:  

1. Who has obtained recognized post-graduate qualification in Plastic Surgery recognized by the Medical Council of India & have interest in Aesthetic Plastic Surgery. Those who are in training in MCI recognized postgraduate programs of plastic surgery and have not yet acquires a recognized degree. 

2. The application duly proposed and seconded in the prescribed form by ‘Life Members’ of the IAAPS  each of whom should not be from the same unit or employed in the same unit as each other. 

3. Whose name after proper scrutiny is recommended by the Executive Council shall be considered eligible to be admitted as a Associate Member.

Conferment:

On the General Body Meeting approving of the admission, the Secretary shall convey the decision of the General Body to the aspirant.  The aspirant should then pay the required subscription and would be admitted in person as an Associate Member of the IAAPS at a formal ceremony, at one of the subsequent General Body meetings.

Obligations, Rights and Privileges : of Associate members are same as for Life Associate Member, how ever associate member can be promoted to Life Membership if he/she fulfill the criteria laid down under ‘Conversion of Associate to life member’ and upon his/her request to do so to the secretary of the association.

Conversion of Associate Member to Life Member

An associate member can apply to become Life Member of the IAAPS, once he has acquired training and expertise in the field of Aesthetic Plastic Surgery. He/she has to acquire a 10 point score and then apply for the conversion of the membership form Associate member  to  Life member by way of an application to the Secretary of the IAAPS. The application should be accompanied with the proof of scores acquired by the aspirant.
a. Criteria for acquiring Points 
5 Points for Publication in Indexed International Journal on topic related to Aesthetic surgery. 

4 points for presentation in international meeting on aesthetic surgery.

3 points for attending an international meeting or recognized course/workshop in aesthetic surgery.

2 points for presentation National meeting IAAPS or workshop endorsed by IAAPS or doing aesthetic surgery fellowship run by IAAPS.
1 point for attending National meeting IAAPS or workshop endorsed by IAAPS .
In order to qualify for full membership a candidate has to get 10 or more points.

b. Conferment and induction as Life member
On the General Body Meeting approving of the admission, the Secretary shall convey the decision of the General Body to the aspirant. Who would be admitted in person as a Life member of the IAAPS at a formal ceremony, at one of the subsequent General Body meetings.

4. OVERSEAS MEMBER

Eligibility:  

1. Any person practicing Aesthetic Plastic Surgery abroad or is involved in ancillary or complimentary techniques of Aesthetic plastic Surgery, or Members of paramedical, beauticians, photographers, nurses and any other person trained in Aesthetic procedures.

2. The application duly proposed and seconded in the prescribed form by ‘Life Members’ of the IAAPS  each of whom should not be from the same unit or employed in the same unit as each other. 

3. Whose name after proper scrutiny is recommended by the Executive Council shall be considered eligible to be admitted as a Associate Member.

Conferment:

On the General Body Meeting approving of the admission, the Secretary shall convey the decision of the General Body to the aspirant.  The aspirant should then pay the required subscription and would be admitted in person as an  Overseas Member of the IAAPS at a formal ceremony, at one of the subsequent General Body meetings.

Obligations, Rights and Privileges : of Overseas Members are same as for Life Associate Member. How ever should an Overseas Member decide to settle in India, he shall apply to the secretary of IAAPS for conversion of the membership along with proof of his having become a resident Indian. The executive council shall then re-induct the member as Life member, Life Associate member or Associate member depending on the eligibility criteria of each type of membership.

5. HONORARY MEMBER

Any person of any nationality whom the Executive Council in its absolute discretion considers to be distinguished, by virtue of his services rendered to the furtherance of Aesthetic surgery, whether or not holding any recognized qualification, shall be eligible to be appointed an Honorary Member by the Executive Council with the approval of the general body.

Obligations, Rights and Privileges : of Honorary Members are same as for Life Associate Member. No subscription of any kind is required to be paid.
